Summer Residential Camps are for youth and 
adults with physical or developmental disabilities 
and health concerns.  There are two week-long 
camps for youth (ages 8-22), one week-long camp 
for young adults and adults (ages 23 & up), and 
three week-long camps for adults (ages 23 & up).  
Even though we decreased our camp offerings 
by one week, our goal is to increase total camper 
capacity in 2012.

Recreation Unlimited’s Summer Residential Camps 
provide a full schedule of activities, lodging, meals 
and snacks, counselors, program leaders, on-
site nursing  and a great environment for indoor 
and outdoor fun!  Examples of activities include 
swimming, fishing, canoeing, climbing, sports, 
archery, creekin’, nature exploration, arts and crafts, 
cooking, theater, campfire, dancing and more!  
Camper check-in will be on Monday between 
10:00 a.m. and 11:30 a.m.  Camper departure 
time will be Friday between 10:00 a.m. and 
11:00 a.m.

Recreation Unlimited is an Individual Options 
Waiver, Level One Waiver and Ohio Home Care 
Waiver participant.  Please inform your service 
coordinator of the dates you have registered for 
camp and submit a request for service prior to 
coming to camp so that camp fees will become 
part of your service plan.  You will be responsible 
for payment of any camp that is not included on 
your service plan.  In addition, Family Resource 
money may be used for camp.  In addition, due 
to the decrease in reimbursement for those 
utilizing the Individual Options Waiver, there is 
an additional $180 charge per camp for room 
and board allowance that is not covered by the 
waiver reimbursement and is the responsibility 
of each camper.

Scholarships to assist with the $820 camp fee are 
available for campers who are not on a waiver and 
who live in the following nine county central Ohio 
region:  Delaware, Fairfield, Franklin, Knox, Licking, 
Madison, Morrow, Pickaway and Union counties.  
Scholarships are based on gross household income 
and family size.  Scholarships are awarded on a 
first-come, first-served basis.

Send in Your Registration Now!

Registrations are held on a first-come, first-served 
basis.   After you send in your registration form and 
registration fee, a camper application packet will be 
sent to you for completion.  Acceptance to camp 
is based on review and approval of the camper 
application and camp capacities.  Due to high 
demands and the need for proper planning, if the 
camper application packet, including physical 
form signed by your physician and financial 
information, is not returned three weeks prior to 
your camp date, you may lose your camp slot.

Individual Options Waiver, Level One Waiver, 
Ohio Home Care Waiver, and Family Resources 
money cannot be used to pay the one time $35 
non-refundable registration fee.

The mission of Recreation Unlimited is to provide 
year round programs in sports, recreation and 
education for individuals with disabilities and 
health concerns while building self-confidence, 
self-esteem and promoting positive human 
relations, attitudes and behaviors.  

RECREATION UNLIMITED CAMPS
Over 1,500 individuals with disabilities and health 
concerns are served annually through sixteen 
year round respite weekend camps, six weeks of 
summer residential camps, five weeks of summer 
day camps, specialty weekend and weeklong 
camps and a year-end residential camp.

Campers participate in a wide variety of activities 
located at the seven-acre lake, stream, woods, 
prairie, nature shelters, amphitheater and outpost 
campsite.  These trails also connect outdoor 
sports and adventure facilities including lap and 
diving pools, aquatic playground, sports court, 
softball field, track, archery range, 25 ft. tree 
climb, challenge courses and a 50 ft. Alpine 
Climbing Tower.
